for sub-granting process 
1. The objective of this Call

This Call for applications is part of the project “Strengthening cooperation and inter-community dialogue through the Ohrid Framework Agreement (OFA)”.  During the 27-month project duration (1st May 2016 – 31st July 2018), the project strengthens inter-community relations in five municipalities (Kumanovo, Kriva Palanka, Staro Nagoricane, Lipkovo and Kratovo) through participation of women and youth as active peace promoters and in dialogue with stakeholders. Segregation and limited interaction among ethnic groups restrict opportunities for women and youth. Hence it’s crucial to involve them in dialogue on reconciliation and inter-community work in cooperation with relevant local stakeholders. The overall objective of this project is to improve inter-community relations through increased participation and leadership of women and youth in inter-community conflict-reconciliation processes and promote the Ohrid Framework Agreement (OFA) with support of public institutions.
The objective of this Call is to provide financial support to five (5) local grassroots civil society organizations (CSOs) that works with women and youth, and perform independently as watchdogs, from the following municipalities: Kumanovo, Kriva Palanka, Staro Nagorichane, Lipkovo, and Kratovo. The sub-grants will also contribute to the strengthened networking and collaboration among women’s CSOs.

2. The duration of the projects
The sub-grants will run for the period of maximum 20 months in total. The projects will need to start no later than 31st of September 2016 and will need to end no later than 30th of April 2018. 
3. The financial support 

The maximum amount that will be given to a single sub-grantee is 10.000 EUR for the whole period of maximum 20 months. The maximum total amount that will be sub-granted is 50 000 EUR for 5 different projects. The amount of financial support for sub-granting will be based on the presented budget of the sub-grantee and its feasibility and any overhead costs. All costs will need to comply with EU and Kvinna till Kvinna guidelines and regulations. 
Each organization will be responsible for organizing an external Audit at the end of the project so audit costs should be considered in the Budget Proposal. Please be aware that VAT is not considered as an eligible cost.

4. The eligible criteria 

All registered CSOs, identifying as women’s and/or youth grassroots organizations active in the above mentioned municipalities are invited to apply to this Call. 

4.1. The criteria to be eligible CSO for sub-granting are:

· Being a registered and active women’s and/or youth grassroots organizations;
· Organizations that are registered and works in the following municipalities: Kumanovo, Kriva Palanka, Staro Nagorichane, Lipkovo and Kratovo;
· Organizations that has existed and carried out projects for at least the past five years;
· Organizations that respect and encourage diversity in terms of gender, ethnicity and culture;
· Organizations that have the capacity to implement the sub-granted project in accordance whit Kvinna till Kvinna policy for assessing potential Partner Organizations.

· Individuals from minority groups, indigenous groups and persons with disabilities are equally encouraged to apply on this Call.
4.2. The activities that are eligible for sub-granting are all innovative and realistic ideas on how to implement:

· the activities that will strengthened awareness, knowledge and joint advocacies to pursue human rights and work in conflict reconciliation; 
· the activities that will engage women and youth in inter-community dialogue; 
· the activities that will increased participation of women and youth, in formal and informal processes of reconciliation and peace building; 
· the activities that will help in the process of establishing forum for networking for women’s CSOs, youth and other allies at local and national level; 
· the activities that will help in the process of motivation and encouraging youth from different ethnic communities to become active peace promoters and encourage inter-community cooperation.

5. The application documents 
The sub-grantees will need to use Kvinna till Kvinna’s project templates developed for the needs of this project. All interested applicants should send a Letter of interest in a free form template no later than 18th of July, as a first step to the following email: skopje@kvinnatillkvinna.se. All applicants that will show their interest for this Call will electronically receive all needed documents for the application process. The applications should be submitted only in English and electronically send to Kvinna till Kvinna office in Skopje. 8. The criteria for evaluation of the applications

All the project applications will be evaluated in accordance with the following criteria: 

1. Technical approach (60 points) :

· Relevance of the questions and needs covered by the application (30 points)

· Quality of the suggested activities (15 points)

· Result oriented activities (15 points)

2. Organizational capacity and results from previous working experience (20 points)

· Administrative, finance and management capacity (10 points)

· Relevant privies experience and results in similar projects (10 points)

3. Budget (20 points)

· Cost efficiency (10 points)

·  Adequate financial management (10 points) 


9. Other information

The sub-grantees will be signing contracts with Kvinna till Kvinna, but the process will be managed by the Project team, including staff from Kvinna till Kvinna office in Skopje and OW Kumanovka. Each sub-grantee will be continuously monitored and assessed. Technical assistance and advising will be provided as required. Sub-grantees will provide regular updates and reports (narrative and financial) to Kvinna till Kvinna office in Skopje and OW KUmanovka.
The dead line for submitting the applications is no later than 31st of July.
